GRADING RUBRIC
Please note that in order to score exams quickly, the scoring procedures do not necessarily reflect the scoring rubrics on NY State Exams.  

Part I – Individual Competition (Maximum team score is 100 points).  

· Two (2) points will be awarded for each correct answer, even if work is not shown or work is incorrect.  Correct units of measure are NOT necessary to receive full credit.  
· Partial credit (1 point) will be awarded for incorrect answers with appropriate work shown.  For partial credit, work must demonstrate that a student has a conceptual understanding of the problem but a computational error, transcription error, or other minor mistake has been made.  

· Full credit will not be awarded if more than one answer is provided.  
· Full credit will not be awarded if a student arrives at the correct answer but labels an incorrect number as their answer.

· Zero (0) points will be awarded if answer is incorrect AND work shows a conceptual error or obviously incorrect procedure.

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Part II – Team Competition (25 points per question)

1.  Points will be awarded as follows:
· all 8 points plotted correctly (points do not need to be connected)     5 points
· appropriate title and labels on axes     5 points
· appropriate and consistent scales     5 points
· growing most rapidly “between ages 10 and 12”     5 points
· explanation that refers to the steepness or slope of the graph, or rate of change on the table   5 points
2.  Points will be awarded as follows:

· 1 point for each correct table value for y = 2x – 5      5 points
· 1 point for each correct table value for y = -2x + 3     5 points
· correct graph for y = 2x – 5      5 points
· correct graph for y = -2x + 3      5 points
· lines intersect at (2, -1)  (must use correct notation for stating the coordinates of a point)   5 points
3.  Points will be awarded as follows:



-  stating or using Pythagorean theorem     5 points


-  length of the diagonal of the base = 5       5 points


-  length of the straw =
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       5 points


-  length of the straw = 9.4       10 points (Deduct 5 points for not rounding correctly to the nearest tenth).
4.  Points will be awarded as follows:



-  finding the next palindrome is 22022        5 points


-  distance traveled = 110 miles       5 points


-  time traveled = 1.75 hours       5 points


-  speed = 62.9 mph  10 points (Deduct 5 points for not rounding correctly to the nearest tenth).

· Ten (10) points will be awarded for each correct answer, even if work is not shown or work is incorrect.  Correct units of measure are NOT necessary to receive full credit.  No partial credit will be awarded.
