Students will gain experience identifying, analyzing and evaluating arpuments about and changing notions of
girls and girlhood through reading and writing assignments.

Students will explore the history of girlhood in the US and other select world cultures. Students will read and
analyze and respond to historical documents and literature pertaining to girlhood.

Students will gain expenience analyzing contemporary literature and historical documents written for, about
and by gitls and young women as well as biographies and memoirs of girlhood in different times and cultures.

The course is an analytical exploration of the experience of growing up female — and related to this - of
cultural norms, guidelines and expectations for young women.

Course Description:

This course introduces students to the interdisciplinary field of Girls' Studies. The course surveys the
construction of girlhood from infancy through the college years as read in history, literature, and social
theory with a focus on contemporary gihood realized across person and place. The course examines the
social construction of girlhood, media representations of gitls and young women, and girls' lived experiences
in a national and transitional context. Integrating course readings with visual and electronic media, students
will explore ways diverse girls use writing, art, and activism to define their lives and create their identities.

Course Objectives:

= Students will survey historically and culturally diverse gendered 1deas about childhood and
adolescence, examining social norms, roles, and attitudes for and about young and female people.

* Students will analyze and critique contemporary literary, mass media, and national and transnational
cultural representations of girlhood across person and place.

*  Students will examine girls as soctal agents, looking at ways that young women have created social
change with a particular focus on the role of girls as historical actors and contemporary creators of
culture.

*  Students will hone critical thinking, research, writing and communications skills through critical
inquiry in a specialized field of Women and Gender Studies.
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
