Course Description: The social circumstances in which we are born, live, and work,
play a greater role in longevity and overall health in the United States and around the
world than genes, health insurance and access to health services. Ultimately
education, gender equity, racial equality, transportation, food, water and housing
policies affect the health of people. The challenge for any government — municipal.
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regional state and federal — is to introduce health consequences into all discussions of
social policies.

Justice 15 so central to the mission of public health that it has been described as the
field’s core value, This account of justice stresses the fair disbursement of common
advantages and the sharing of common burdens. It captures the twin moral impulses
that animate public health: to advance human well-being by improving health and to
do so particularly by focusing on the needs of the most disadvantaged (APHA).

This course explores how social justice sheds light on major ongoing controversies in
the field. and 1t provides examples ol the kinds of policies that public health agencies.
guided by a robust conception of justice, would adopt. An important challenge for the
public health community is to be at the forefront of this debate and to do so we must
continue to pursue our understanding of the many links between social
circumstance/justice and public health.
