Childhood Education Program Grades 1-6

The Childhood Education Program consists of four phases.  Each course requiring a field experience along with its course description follows:  


*  At least one field experience or student teaching placement must meet each of the following requirements:  must be in a high-needs school; must be with children with special needs; and must be with children who are not native speakers of English.  These requirements are likely to be met in multiple field experiences and/or student teaching placements.  Current high-need schools in the Rochester area are in the Rochester City School District.  A total of 100 hours of field experience is required prior to student teaching.  Field experiences will be in school and community settings.
