Coaching Minor available within the department of Kinesiology, Sport Studies, and Physical Education

Future teachers (in any subject matter) would be well advised to consider securing a coaching minor while a student here at the College at Brockport. Specifically, this 18 semester hour program (plus the appropriate First Aid and CPR certification as well as the completion of New York State’s Child Abuse workshop) will greatly enhance the student’s marketability for a teaching job due to the fact that school systems are often looking for classroom teachers to assume positions as assistant or head coaches at the middle school and high school levels.

The reason for this is simple. There are not enough physical education teachers in any school to fill all of the vacant coaching positions. For example, in a typical large school district there might be as many as 60-70+ coaching positions/slots that must be filled [middle/high school levels] and perhaps only 10-12 physical education teachers. The result is that in this example there could be as many as 48-58 coaching positions to be filled by classroom teachers (men and women), as well as by part-time employees (to become part-time coaches while working elsewhere).
In terms of women, they are indeed in scarce supply as coaches as almost every district is having great difficulty in securing women as coaches. Male coaches are also in short supply in many schools, especially in some sports (other than football, basketball and baseball).

In this 18 hour minor, available on campus, students may be certified in up to three sports which would allow them to coach in fall, winter, or spring or a combination of seasons.
