CONTINUATION REQUIREMENTS
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FOLLOW YOUR PLAN OF STUDY
Your Plan of Study is a contract indicating you are ready to begin the four phases of the Adolescence Inclusive Education Program. Completing the phases in sequence is the best way for you to gain the necessary knowledge and experience to prepare for your teaching career. You are not officially enrolled in the program until your Plan of Study is signed by you and your education advisor and submitted to the Coordinator of Undergraduate Education Programs. You cannot register for EDI courses in Adolescence Education Program unless you submit your Plan of Study.  Requesting to register for courses out of sequence-not following your plan of study-is subject availability. Priority is given to students following their approved Plan of Study.
Registering for EDI Phases 

Each semester go online to www.brockport.edu/ehd for the latest registration information on EDI courses.  Phase I EDI 413 can be completed prior to program acceptance and does not require department approval. Phase I EDI 445-449* (fall semester only) and EDI 431 requires program acceptance, departmental approval to register, and must be completed prior to Phase II. EDI 465-469* (spring semester only) and EDI 432 do not require departmental approval, if pre-requisites EDI 445-449 and 431 are completed or in progress.  EDI 430 Education and Society can be completed in any semester prior to student teaching, requires departmental approval and is also offered in the summer. Priority is given to those already scheduled for the course in any semester.  Phase III EDI 414* and 419 require departmental approval to register and successful completion of prior EDI courses. *EDI 445-449, 465-469 and 414 require a 50 hr field experience: only one course requiring a field placement allowed per semester. The Field Placement Office processes registration for student teaching.
CUMULATIVE 2.5 GPA FOR CONTINUED ELIGIBILITY
If your cumulative Brockport GPA drops below 2.5 while enrolled in the certification program, you will be placed on Academic Probation for one semester and are ineligible to register or remain registered for EDI courses with the exception of EDI 413 Introduction to Special Education. During the probationary semester, you are expected to take non-EDI courses, including repeating courses as necessary, to raise your cumulative Brockport GPA to > 2.5.  If you are unable to raise your Brockport cumulative GPA to > 2.5 at the end of the probationary semester, you will be dismissed from the Adolescence Inclusive Education Program.

EDI PROFESSIONAL COURSES REQUIRE C+ GRADE 
If you earn a grade less than C+ in any EDI Professional Preparation course, you will be placed on Academic Probation and must repeat any EDI course with a grade less than C+ during the probationary semester. You must earn a grade of C+ in the repeated course(s) before going to the next phase of the program. You must successfully complete all EDI course(s) by the close of  your probationary semester to remain eligible for continuation in the Adolescence Inclusive Education Program.



PSH 484, PRO 370, & Foreign LANGUAGE REQUIRE C Grade 

PSH 484 Adolescence, PRO 370 Health & Drug Education, and foreign language at 112 level require a grade of C.  These courses must be successfully repeated prior to student teaching if you earn less than a C grade.
COURSE SUBSTITUTION INFORMATION

EDI 430 Education and Society fulfills general education codes D, I, W.  History majors can substitute HST 422 with a grade of C+. Only EDI 430 fulfills the D, I, and W.   HLS 301 Principles of Healthful Living, if already completed,  substitutes for PRO 370 Health & Drug Education (1 cr.). Students must receive prior approval to take transfer courses unless these courses are already approved and listed on the community college transfer advising guides on the EHD department website. An official transcript must be submitted to Registration and Records to receive credit for courses completed elsewhere. Review your Degree Audit each semester and contact the Coordinator of Undergraduate Education if transfer courses have not been credited appropriately toward your education program.
REQUIREMENTS FOR STUDENT TEACHING
The department strongly encourages completion of all course requirements prior to student teaching. However, PRO 370, foreign language, and EDI 430 may be completed after student teaching. The department strongly recommends you do NOT take any courses during the 12 credit student teaching semester. You will be asked to drop extra classes if they adversely affect your performance as a student teacher.
NY STATE TEACHER CERTIFICATION EXAMINATIONS (NYSTCE)
Adolescence Inclusive teacher candidates must pass four tests for initial certification: Liberal Arts and Science Test (LAST), Secondary Assessment of Teaching Skills,-Written (ATS-W), and two Content Specialty Tests (CST) Students with Disabilities and the CST in your certification area.  Testing Bulletins are only available online. Visit www.nystce.nesinc.com for complete registration and test preparation information Students are strongly encouraged to pass the LAST prior to student teaching. All four exams must be passed to be eligible to apply for certification. The LAST can be completed after two years of college.  The Secondary Assessment of Teaching Skills- Written (ATS-W) and the Content Specialty Tests (CST) can be taken either during student teaching or the semester prior to student teaching.
