Distinguished Professors Award for Graduate Student Research, Spring 2012

The Distinguished Professors Fund was created by generous faculty and staff donors who are dedicated to advancing graduate education and scholarship at The College at Brockport.

Purpose:  This competitive, merit-based award is for matriculated graduate students in a Master’s program at The College at Brockport who are undertaking a substantial and original scholarly project—research and/or creative endeavor— associated with their program of study.  Preference is given to students working on their Master’s theses or capstone research or creative projects.

Eligibility:  Any student who is matriculated (full-time or part-time) in a Master’s program at The College at Brockport. Students can only win this award one time.  Awards are intended to cover eligible expenses that directly support students’ scholarly projects (particularly Master’s theses and capstone projects), such as:

	-travel (to archive, field study site, collaborative workshop, conference, etc.)
	-laboratory supplies or performance equipment
	-essential software, books, printing expenses
	-research assistance

Funding:  Awards of up to $1000 are available to cover eligible expenses associated with a planned scholarly project.  Student who win this award are expected to present their work at an annual Masters Level Graduate Research Conference at Brockport (in April) and will be featured on the Center for Scholarship and Creative Activity “Student Scholar and Artist” web page.

1.  Complete cover sheet (attached page)

2. Project Description 

In 1-2 single-spaced pages that are clear and compelling to reviewers who may not be specialists in your discipline, the project description should in this order:

A) describe a rigorous scholarly project (independent or group research and/or creative endeavor), identify what stage of the project you are in, and explain how it fits into your graduate Plan of Study (preference given to students working on Master’s theses or capstone research or creative projects)
B) identify other sources of funding for this project (if there are any) and explain how this award would enable you to complete your project
C) include a timeline for completion of your scholarly project


2. Budget

In no more than 1 page, please provide details of anticipated costs up to $1000 directly associated with your scholarly project.  This can include travel, materials or supplies, publications, printing expenses, software not available on campus, research assistance, etc.  For example: a) travel costs – to where, for what purpose, and detailed estimated costs; b) material costs- what materials, why are they essential to the project, and detailed estimated costs.

3.  Academic Resume

A 1-2 page academic resume (undergraduate degree and GPA; graduate program, graduate coursework completed, and overall GPA; research and/or creative academic endeavors; scholarly presentations; related work experience).

4.  Letter(s) of Recommendation

At least one letter of recommendation from a Brockport faculty member who is overseeing your scholarly project.
