PRE-TENURE GRANTS DEVELOPMENT AWARD

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION 2011-12
Purpose:  This competitive, merit-based award program assists full-time untenured faculty in their first five years of service to pursue scholarly activity AND submission of external grant application(s). It is administered by the Grants Development Office.

Eligibility:  All full-time tenure-track assistant professors during their first five years of service at Brockport.

Preference is given to projects for first-time submission of an external grant proposal, but applications for resubmission of revised external grant applications are also encouraged.

You cannot apply for a pre-tenure grants development award for an external grant you have already received.

Funding:  Each recipient is awarded $2,000; half of the award up front and the other half of the award after submission of the grant application(s) through the Grants Development Office.  This award can reimburse a wide range of defined scholarly/creative activities (same as the Faculty Scholars Account) including: registration and travel to academic conferences (not restricted to presenters); research (travel; student assistants; essential software, documents/data, lab or studio supplies); publication; artistic performance and display.  Remaining funds will expire if unused two years after date of award notification

Application Deadlines:  Submit proposal electronically to cdonalds@brockport.edu to be received by November 1, 2011 or March 1, 2012. (Be sure to request delivery notification to be sure your proposal is received).
Review of proposals:  a review committee consisting of representatives from each of the Academic Schools with staff support provided by the Grants Development Office.
Specific guidelines and forms are attached to be submitted by the deadline dates.

Proposal submission: by the deadline date on the previous page please submit your proposal electronically to cdonalds@brockport.edu in the following format. (Be sure to request delivery notification to verify that your proposal has been received).
1.  Completed cover sheet (attached page).

2.  Narrative - please limit to three single-spaced pages.  Proposals should be clear and compelling to reviewers who are not necessarily specialists in your discipline. Additionally, a resume and relevant materials may be attached (see below).

Narrative should include in this order:

A)  Summary of your scholarly activity program and how a grant submission/award will contribute to it. Also explain how this program will help you achieve the scholarly output required for promotion and tenure— please identify likely conferences and/or publishers through which you will try to share your work.

B)  Grant writing plan that has a timeline with activities that may include:

1)  Meet with Colleen Donaldson, Brockport’s Grants Development Director

2)  Register with the online COS grant opportunities listing (this will assist with the next item) at http://www.cos.com.
3) Identify potential public and/or private grant opportunities you plan to apply for with their deadline dates for submission.

4) Contact program officers of targeted public and/or private grant sponsors as applicable.

5) Review winning proposals for targeted grant(s) if available from the Grants Resource Center (Colleen will request these for you).

6) Participate (required) in an on-campus grant writing workshop offered by the Grants Development Director on January 17, 2012.
Please Note:  While these activities should be part of your grant writing plan, you do not need to complete them by the time you apply for the pre-tenure grants development award, but numbers 1-3 will assist you in identifying potential funding sources.

C)  Any previous experience with grant activity (not required to submit a proposal).

3.  Maximum of a 3 page vitae.

4.  Relevant appendix materials (appendix materials not to exceed 10 pages).

Review Process:  Proposals are reviewed by a committee of faculty from each of the academic schools, with staff support provided by the Grants Development Director.
