Purpose:  This competitive, merit-based award enables tenured faculty to cover expenses associated with a substantial scholarly endeavor.

Eligibility:  Full-time, tenured faculty.

Ineligible faculty include: 1) full-time tenured faculty who have completed or will have a sabbatical within one year of fellowship application deadline.

2)  Full-time tenured faculty whose scholarly project is already funded by external grant(s).

3)  Full-time tenured faculty who have received this award within the previous five years.

Funding:  Up to $4,000 can reimburse eligible expenses associated with a planned scholarly project.  Remaining funds will expire if unused two years after date of award notification.

Deadlines:  Submit proposal electronically to cdonalds@brockport.edu (request delivery receipt to be sure it is received) by November 1, 2011 or March 1, 2012.

1.  Completed cover sheet (attached page).

2.  Narrative - please limit to three single-spaced pages.  Proposals should be clear and compelling to reviewers who are not necessarily specialists in your discipline.  Additionally, a resume and relevant materials may be attached (see below).

Narrative should in this order:

1) describe a rigorous scholarly project (if relevant, identify all contributors)
2) identify potential external grants (if necessary, contact Grants Development Director for assistance at cdonalds@brockport.edu)

3) provide a detailed timeline along with potential venues for publication and/or presentation of your scholarly project

4) specify how the Provost’s Fellowship will enable you to finish a current, major scholarly project or begin a new and substantial one.

Budget:

Please provide specific details with itemized headings and costs for needed funds up to $4,000.  This can include travel, student assistants, consultant support, materials or supplies, software not available on campus, etc.  For example: a) for travel costs – to where and for what purpose with estimated costs detailed; b) how would student assistants be utilized and much would they be paid an hour, for how many hours, etc.

C)  Any previous applications for and/or awards of Brockport or external grants (not required to submit a proposal).

3.  Maximum of a 3 page vitae.

4.  Relevant appendix materials (appendix materials not to exceed 10 pages).

Review Process:  Proposals will be reviewed by a committee of faculty from each of the academic schools, with staff support provided by the Grants Development Director.
