REVIEW PROCESS FOR STUDENT TRAVEL GRANTS
Your proposal will be reviewed by a committee of faculty and students.
Proposals that have been successful at receiving funding have had these points in common as stated by one of the reviewers.  As the committee reviews the applications it is basically looking for three things:

1) evidence that the applicant is motivated

2) that they care

3) that they have the ability to make a successful presentation.

When examining applications committee members will use the following to make decisions:

1) Is the application complete?  Be sure to include everything that is required.  If something is missing the committee will not have the necessary information to assess the quality of the application and it could be rejected. 

2) An application should look professional and the writing should be clear with no typos or grammatical errors.

3) When writing your project description be specific and clear.

4) Academic performance – generally your GPA on your resume will indicate how well you have performed.  But other indicators of academic ability include conference experience, publications, committee participation, etc. 

5) Be specific about how this experience will contribute to your success as
a student.  Your comments must be unique to you and not the same as another 

            person you may be presenting with.

In summary, convince the committee members that you are a capable and motivated student.  Following these suggestions will significantly enhance your chances for achieving support.
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
