ABSOLUTELY NO alcohol to be present, consumed, or represented on any float or unit in
the parade.

% All parade participants are to arrive beginning at 10:00 am on Clinton Street in the Village of
Brockport for parade line-up

** No stopping at the judges’ stand during the parade, parade must continue to move along.

¢ Floats are judged on best use of theme, participation, and creativity/design.
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The parade route, beginning in the Village of Brockport, is as follows:, Clinton Street, turn right onto
Main Street, turn right onto College Street, left onto Utica Street, right onto Adams Street, and continue
to New Campus Drive toward Special Olympic Park ending at the corner of New Campus Drive and
Commencement Drive. Parade participants will not be permitted to enter Lot T or Lot V near Tuttle
Complex at the conclusion of the parade.
