Worker’s Compensation Guideline for Employee Injuries 
The Environmental Health and Safety Office, Human Resources, and Facilities and Planning at The College at Brockport have reviewed the capabilities of the Lakeside Occupational Health program and found it can provide our employees a valuable service, at no cost to our employees.  This is strictly a VOLUNTEER program provided as an option for our employees. 
Employees who are injured on-the-job are encouraged to seek medical attention at the Lakeside Hospital Emergency Department. If further treatment is required they can (at your request) arrange for follow up with the Occupational Health Unit, which is equipped specifically to treat occupational injuries, is familiar with Worker’s Compensation rules, and can offer timely treatment and referrals if necessary.
Advantages to this program, in the event of an on-the-job injury, are as follows:  
· Proximity to our campus – the Lakeside Occupational Health facility is only 2 minutes away 
· Specific expertise in “occupational health” injuries can provide more effective treatment of occupational accidents/injuries
· More timely referrals to specialists for treatment of your injury – minimizing the time between doctor’s visits
· Better follow up and tracking of your workmen’s compensation case by trained occupational professionals. By managing the medical aspects of your case, we expect less confusion and better outcomes in enabling you to return to work
· Confidentiality of your medical information is maintained by medical professionals in the field of occupational health.  
We want to make one thing very clear:  this is a completely voluntary option. The idea is to provide our employees with effective and timely medical attention for work-related injuries.  Injuries requiring an emergency response will be handled appropriately by the emergency responders. If you have already been injured and wish to be evaluated at Lakeside, you can contact them to determine if that is possible.
