Essay Topic: How have your academic studies, leadership experiences and extra-curricular activities contributed to
your personal and professional development and enabled you to demonstrate commitment to higher education and
student development?

Please note: You should NOT try to discuss every course you have had or extra-curricular activity you have participated in. Be
selective, focus on those that have helped shape your future involvement in the field of higher education, and explain their
benefits for yourself as clearly as you can without exceeding 500 words.

Include two letters of recommendation from individuals other than relatives.

Return the completed application form, essay, activities page, letters of recommendation and financial aid information
release form, to the Assistant VP for Student Affairs Office, Allen 6 Floor, by February 15.
