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Dr. William F. In November of 2005 he was elected as Vice President for North America and the Caribbean for International Council of Health, Physical Education, Recreation(Sport and Dance (ICHPER(SD). Also, in 2005, he was also appointed Director of the Sport Management - Administration Commission for the 1995  international ICHPER•SD Congress in Istanbul, Turkey.
A frequent contributor to the professional literature, he has authored 359 articles in 95 different international (38), national (284), regional (1), and state (36) professional publications. In May of 2001 he was promoted to the highest academic rank within the SUNY system, that of Distinguished Service Professor. Later, in November of 2001, he was inducted into the Athletic Hall of Fame at Cardinal Stritch University, where he had served as head basketball coach and athletic director. And, in 2003, he received the Chancellor’s Award for Excellence in Scholarship and Creative Activities from the State University of New York as well as the Honor (Fellow) Award from AAHPERD. 

In the fall of 2005 he was honored by his doctoral granting institution [USD] by receiving the university’s Alumni Achievement Award.
