Criteria for the Selection of  Students for 

PEP 481 and PEP 482 and an Undergraduate Concentration  in

Adapted Physical Education

1.  Grade Point Average – This average will reflect the current average on the DARS.

2.  Future Aspirations – This criterion is designed to consider  the future commitment and impact to  youngsters with disabilities and adapted physical education and sport. 

3.  Employability – The ability of the applicant to attain and hold a professional position and to function as a team player.  Considerations will be given but not limited to history of volunteering and other past accomplishments; demonstration of abilities to communicate and interview successfully; interest in coaching; background in aquatics (WSI, Lifeguarding, adapted aquatics); disposition and expectation for adopting a physically active lifestyle; professionalism,
4.  Diversity – This criterion  considers and applies college-wide affirmative action policies.  In addition, candidates should  model and promote behavior appropriate in a diverse society.
5.  Prior Teaching Success – This criterion relates to the ability to teach, coach, and relate to youngsters in physical education and sport settings. 
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
