Dr. William F. Stier, Jr. directs the undergraduate sport management and the sport coaching programs at the State University of New York, Brockport, where he also has responsibility for the graduate program in athletic administration. While at SUNY, he has also assumed the positions of chairperson of the physical education and sport department (1983-1986) and director of intercollegiate athletics (1983-1990). During 1992-1993, he was elected president of the faculty senate; and, in the fall of 1994, he was appointed graduate coordinator, a position he held until the fall of 2008. Dr. Stier has served as President and CEO of several Florida corporations within the recreation and fitness industry. He has also served as a paid consultant for numerous fitness, wellness and recreation organizations and programs as well as secondary and university sport programs, both here and abroad. In school based athletic programs, he has been athletic director on the junior high, senior high and college/university levels for over twenty years as well as department head/chairperson of Health, Physical Education and Recreation.

An internationally recognized speaker in the areas of coaching and sport management (administration), Dr. Stier has been invited to speak at over 213 international (88), national (74), regional (17), and statewide (34) conferences and conventions. He has been invited to speak at the national convention of High School Coaches, two different United States Olympic Academies, the national convention of the National Association of Collegiate Directors of Athletics, the World University Games, two NCAA professional development seminars, the national conference for High School Athletic Directors and Administrators, the National Collegiate Drug Awareness Conference, the national convention of the National Association of Academic Advisers for Athletics (N4A), the National Athletic Trainers Association [NATA] national conference, the National Conference on Counseling Athletes; international congresses of the  International Council of HPER-SD in Turkey, Japan as well as in Thailand; and, the National Booster Clubs of America’s annual conference.

On the international level, Dr. Stier was one of five sports scholars invited by the United States Olympic Committee to attend/speak at the international Olympic Academy in 1990. He has also been invited to speak and conduct academic and sports clinics and workshops in Singapore, Jamaica, Republic of China, Japan, Turkey, Thailand, México, St. Kitts-Nevis, Hong Kong, Canada, Bangkok, and Malaysia. In several Southeast Asia countries, he has served as the keynote speaker in the areas of coaching and athletic management. Also, on the international front, he has spent a sabbatical leave serving as Special Assistant to the President and Visiting Professor at the National School for Sports Coaches [Escuela Nacional de Depotiva] in México City. While in México, he also taught coaching and sport classes as a Visiting Professor at the Escuela Superior Educacion Fisica [Superior Physical Education School]. In November of 2005 he was elected as Vice President for North America and the Caribbean for International Council of Health, Physical Education, Recreation(Sport and Dance (ICHPER(SD). Finally, in 2008, he was awarded the Biennial ICHPER-SD Distinguished Contribution Award at the ICHPER-SD Biennial Awards Ceremony in conjunction with the 50th ICHPER-SD Anniversary World Congress in Kanoya, Kagoshima, Japan, May 9 - 12, 2008.

A frequent contributor to the professional literature, he has authored 350 articles in 93 different international (36), national (277), regional (1), and state (36) professional publications. Since 1985, he has been a Research Fellow within the Research Consortium of the American Alliance for Health, Physical Education, Recreation and Dance (AAHPERD). In 1991 he received the Alumni Merit Award for Scholarly Research and Contributions to the Physical Education and Sport Professions from St. Ambrose University. At the 1999 AAHPERD convention he was awarded the 1st Annual Sport Management Achievement Award in “honor of extensive contributions to the field of Sport Management” by the Sport Management Council (SMC)/National Association for Physical Education and Sport. 

In 2000, he was honored by being selected as one of three (3) members of the national Sport Management Council (SMC) Executive Committee. In May of 2001 he was promoted to the highest academic rank within the SUNY system, that of Distinguished Service Professor. Later, in November of 2001, he was inducted into the Athletic Hall of Fame at Cardinal Stritch University, where he had served as head basketball coach and athletic director. And, in 2003, he received the Chancellor’s Award for Excellence in Scholarship and Creative Activities from the State University of New York as well as the Honor (Fellow) Award from AAHPERD. 

In the fall of 2005 he was honored by his doctoral granting institution [USD] by receiving the university’s Alumni Achievement Award. And, on the international level, Dr. Stier received that same year, in Istanbul, Turkey, the International Council of Health, Physical Education, Recreation(Sport and Dance (ICHPER(SD) Biennial Outstanding Scholar Award (in Physical Education) and was also appointed Director of the Sport Management - Administration Commission for the  international Congress in Turkey. In 2006 he was elected as a Fellow in the North American Society of HPERSD Professionals, in Salt Lake City, Utah, at the national convention of the American Alliance for Health, Physical Education, Recreation and Dance (AAHPERD). And, in the summer of 2007 he was nominated for the SUNY’S Chancellor’ Award for Faculty Service. 

He is a current member of the National Speakers’ Bureau of the National Association of Girls and Women in Sports. He has had several weekly TV shows, including The Bill Stier Show, Rochester, New York, dealing with current sport topics. 

Dr. Stier is listed in the Marquis Who’s Who in America; Who’s Who in American Education, Who’s Who In International Education, and has held membership in the American Alliance for Health, Physical Education, Recreation and Dance; the National Association for Girls and Women in Sports; North American Society for Sport Management; and, the National Association for Sport and Physical Education.
