Students who expect to enroll in a health professional school in the fall semester following graduation
eight semesters of undergraduate work must plan to take the relevant admission test in spring semest
their junior year or the following sunnm&herefore, the imperative in advising such students is early
enrollment in sequential science courses. Freshman or sophomore year enrollment in biology, chemis
physics and mathematics courses provides students the necessary backgrounahai pobfeski
admission tests and permits enrollment in beneficial subsequent courses before the time admission te
would be taken. The academic major in some science disciplines makes it necessary to start courses
freshman year if the studenbigitaduate in eight academic semesters. This may make it necessary to
postpone completion of general education knowledge area courses until the sophomore or junior acad
year.
